The dual licensure Early Childhood Education Bachelor of Science in Education (BSE) is an interdisciplinary undergraduate program that focuses on preparing
students with skills and knowledge they will need in order to teach any young child from birth through third grade. Program completers will be endorsed for
licensure to teach regular and special education at the Wisconsin Department of Public Instruction Early CHildhood developmental level in community
childcare facilities, birth-to-three programs, Head Start, preschool, 4 and 5 year-old kindergarten, and grades 1-3.

This program does not require completion of a minor. Students may choose to pursue any minor offered at UW-Whitewater is they wish, however, IT WILL
LENGTHEN TIME TO GRADUATION. If the student completes a licensable minor, they will be endorsed for licensure in their minor content area as well.
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
