
Searching for Courses in WINS 

1. Log into WINS.  In the student center click on Classes &

2. Click on Class Search and Enroll. 3. Select the term you wish to search. 

 
 
 

4. Type in a key word for a course or click on Additional ways to search 

 



5. Additional ways to search allows you to search for courses using other criteria.  
For example: General Education Categories.   

Click on the arrow under General Education Categories.   

Select “General Education” to see courses with Main and Rock campus general 
education designations.   

Or select “General Education – Rock only” to view only courses with Rock campus 
designations.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

6. Then you can choose the specific general education category you wish to search.  
Once selected (example: DV – US & Racial/Eth Div) click on the green Search button.   

 

Whether you entered a key word or used Additional ways to search, the classes 
meeting the criteria will be shown.  You are able to refine the list by selecting options 
from the left side of the results page.  



7. Search categories include: Class Status, Campus, Location, Course Career (undergraduate or 
graduate), Subject, Class Attribute (categories), Number of units (credits), Class Start Times, Class End 
Times, Academic session, and Instruction Mode.   By choosing any of the search categories on the left 
you will narrow your results.
